 Prevention et awareness 
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The 5th edition of the „Festival Week-end au bord de l’eau“ will happen on 
the 1st - 3rd July 2011 in one of the most idyllic areas in the Swiss Alps… 
Géronde lake in Sierre! This years Festival will project a tasty mix of music 
and visual arts from all over the world. 
 
Headlining on Friday night, the Festival will host Quantic, the famous UK multi 
intstrumentalist producer and DJ, leader of Quantic Soul Orchestra and the Limp 
Twins. To complete the first evening, the canadian artist Kid Koala, turntablist 
genius, the soul uk band Belleruche with the gorgeus voice of Katrin de Boer and 
the instrumental ethio jazz band Imperial Tiger Orchestra, who will offer festival 
visitors a journey through soul, jazz, funk and old school hip-hop. 
 
On Saturday afternoon, the German crew Jazzanova, will offer a DJ set going back 
to their rich history and first productions. Later, Alexander Barck and Christian 
Prommer will present their new live project Prommer & Barck. The New York band 
Tortured Soul will add a jazzy and soulful note to this day. More electronic sounds 
as well as Goldfish who will be rocking live! The DJ’s Rainer Trüby and Motor 
City Drum Ensemble will play to the festival crowd through the night.  
 
Sunday afternoon feels more family oriented. There’s various activities hosted by 
the water. The audience will discover the talented local artist Nemoy with his live 
act and the Who’s next from Sierre. Half Swiss, Half from Ghana OY with her 
colourful trip-hop and ASM the MC’s of Wax Tailor, will close this 5th edition.  
 
There will be a variety of excellent visuals too!  Three days of music lit by video 
projections created by VJ’s David Vincent and Semios Visual. Painter Jaek El 
Diablo, from Strasbourg in France, brings the merchandising to the festival, as well 
as creating daily live paintings! To inflate the event Pierrot des Ballons will dress 
the surrounding areas with his balloon sculptures. Several other activities will be 
happening like daily french ball tournaments and a tourist guided tuk tuk 
pedalo tour on the lake too. An exhibition related to the Trash Vortex will make 
our visitors aware to waste and pollution in the ocean.  
  
Like every year, the festival will continue its sustainable development ethics. Our 
partnership with the HES-SO University of Valais will be extended with a Tourism 
section. On the basis of their successful 2010 project, the Health & Social section 
will organise preventative activities as well as an nursery for the the children.

Sun stopover, Sierre the city of sun 
By population, Sierre sits as the second town of the Valais Alps – 17,000 
inhabitants grace the “City of Sun” with their presence. When the Romans

Green’n’Clean award 
The Festival obtained in 2008 and 2009 the Grenn’n’Clean award from the 
European foundation of Festivals. This year, the Festival consolidates the 
concrete implementation done the last years to minimize the impact of its 
activities on the environment.  
 
Concrete action for environmental issues 
 
Reusable glasses 
To aid in reducing rubbish throughout the festival, reusable glasses will be 
distributed. The deposit is of 2.- Sfr pro glasses. The deposit is refundable 
until 4am in each bar and the eco-point. 
 
The advantages of the system are consequent:  

- The environmental impact is 25 times less than with disposable 
goblets. 
- Solid plastic glasses can be washed then re-used in many other 
demonstrations 

 
Compostable tableware 
All food stands of the Festival must follow a very precise specifications on the 
policy of separate waste. They are forced to use compostable tableware. 
 
Rubbish sorting 
Aluminium cans and PET plastic bottles will be recycled in partnership with 
PET Recycling and Igora. The number of recycling areas is tripled in relation 
to 2008.

Implication on social and economic field 
 
Aid in developing a cooperative in South Africa  
The festival has ordered 2000 handmade key-rings to a women’s cooperative 
based in a disadvantaged township near Cape Town in South Africa. The key- 
rings will be transported by a private third part, at no extra cost to the 
festival. They will be distributed with the press pack, to the partners, to the 
participants of the petanque tournament and to the people buying their 
tickets in the tourism office of Sierre. 
 
Interdisciplinary project with the HES-SO 
A group of the 2nd year in the health and social sector in the HEVs 
conceptualizes and manages the social aspect of the Festival through three 
working groups: the animation group, the prevention group and the 
collaboration group. These three working groups will implement a playful and 
preventive animation, a children's area, a relaxation area, prevention with 
street educators and a general concept of awareness. 
 
Prevention and awareness 
 
Fiesta label 
This label works to identify the events that have developed a “party ethic” by 
offering a group of measures aimed at reducing risks and accidents. With 
this, the festival organisers hope to reinforce the generally positive attitude 
of the event and with the measure put in place, to reduce the number of 
road and traffic accidents that might otherwise occur, and to reduce potential 
aggression and violence on site.

Relaxation / Wellness space 
A space within the festival grounds dedicated to prevention and relaxation; a 
space permitting festival goers to take a break, drink a glass of water, 
perhaps eat a piece of fruit and be generally informed of potential health 
risks in a relaxed and comfortable environment.
